SPENDING MONEY/OFFERING

MEDICATIONS
All medication, including non-prescription drugs, MUST be turned in at check-in on Wednesday, with a completed camper medication
form. Medications must be in the original container or packaging clearly marked with your child’s name. Medication will not be
accepted loose in a bag or in a pill dispenser. The name of the camper MUST be

on prescription medications. Acetaminophen, ibuprofen, aspirin, cough

suppressant, antacid, hydrocortisone ointment, decongestant, antibiotic ocintment, CEDAR
and antihistamine are available in the nurse’s office at camp and do not need to
